Motion to Members.

To amend section’s F Honorary Officers and G (3) Management Committee. 

1.0 Current reading of Section F Honorary Officers 

At the annual general meeting of the charity the members shall elect from amongst themselves a chairman, a secretary and a treasurer, who shall hold office from the conclusion of that meeting.

We propose that we delete the role of secretary which is ably performed by paid staff. 

We further propose that we adopt a two-year appointment cycle to ensure we are not electing officers on a year on year basis. 

This would mean in year one of the cycle we would elect a chair and four trustees. In year two of the cycle we would elect a vice chair, treasurer and three trustees. 

All those elected would hold office for two years; this will provide some security of tenure and ensure we have experienced trustees on the board at all times.

2.0 Proposed new reading of Section F

At the annual general meeting of the charity the members shall elect from amongst themselves alternately either (1) a chair and three trustees or (2) a vice chair, treasurer and three trustees, who shall hold office from the conclusion of that meeting for a period not less than two years.

3.0 current reading of Section G (3)

All members of the management committee shall retire from office together at the end of the annual general meeting next after the date on which they came into office but they may be re-elected or reappointed.

4.0 Proposed new reading of Section G (3)

All members of the management committee serve two-year cycles with an option to serve a further two-year cycle after which a break of one year will become mandatory. They will then become eligible to stand for further terms of office.

5.0 Annual Accounts

Due to exceptional circumstances members will be asked to accept the Treasurers financial report for 2009 – 2010 in lieu of the annual accounts which will not be available for approval until the Management Committee meeting on 2nd December 2010.
